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The Development Education Scholarship Guidelines

(Revised 10/11 – DE Scholarship Committee)
The DE Scholarship Committee

The primary responsibility of the Scholarship Committee is to review applications from individuals seeking financial support to attend the US CUDE program. It is the goal of the Scholarship Committee to review applications in a timely and fair manner according to scholarship guidelines adopted by the DE Advisory Council. The scholarship committee may also review and decide on applications from individuals seeking assistance to attend the DE training program outside of the US DE program. Special cases may be presented to the full Advisory Council for requests that may not meet these requirements. The Scholarship Committee will be notified when all scholarship and financial assistance applications have been received by the NCUF office. Any revisions to these guidelines are presented to the full Advisory Council for review and final approval.
DE Scholarship Program
For over 25 years, the DE Scholarship Program has provided limited funding for individuals interested in attending the Development Education training. Recipients of the scholarship are given the opportunity to develop their understanding of credit unions from both a national and international perspective. Applicants understand and agree to support and further the mission of the credit union philosophy through various outreach programs, which include the completion of a required DE project. A major source of funding for the Scholarship Program come from the silent auction held at the end of each DE training class. Core sponsors contribute financially to the DE program. The Scholarship Committee will consider offering up to two full scholarships per year or partial funding up to the registration budgeted amount. However, there is no guarantee that scholarships or any type of funding will be available in any given year. NCUF may publicize the name and background of all scholarship winners in the media.

Scholarship Eligibility
Individuals seeking financial assistance to attend the DE program must meet the following requirements:
1.) Must be a current employee or volunteer of a credit union organization.
2.) Must be from a credit union with assets of $100 million or less, with preferential considerations to smaller credit unions and credit union organizations, including state leagues.
3.) DE scholarships may be available to applicants from other DE programs.

4.) Applicants must exhaust all other available funding sources in their state or locale before requesting assistance from the DE scholarship program.
5.) Applicants must answer a series of questions related to their reason(s) for completing the DE program.
6.) All scholarship recipients must complete a DE project.
Scholarship Use
1.) Proceeds of the scholarship award are to be used for DE training registration.
2.) Applicants may apply for full scholarship funding but may not exceed the registration amount. Partial funding may be requested and used to supplement scholarship funding received from other sources.
3.) The intention of a DE Scholarship is to fund the registration. Exceptions may be made for DE to attending international DE programs.
4.) Full or partial funding requests may be granted to applicants needing support to cover registration while attending the DE Summer Workshop. 

5.) If for any reason(s) the winner of the scholarship is unable to use the proceeds, he or she must notify the committee no later than one month prior to the start of the DE training or Summer Workshop. The unused proceeds will remain in the DE fund for future use. Applicants, who cancel their scholarship and registration, may be required to pay cancellation fees.
Scholarship Application Deadlines and Notification
1.) All application packages and requests must be submitted to the DE Scholarship Committee. If the applicant is not considered for either training period, the applicant may reapply for the following year.

2.) The Scholarship Committee will render a decision in a timely manner.
